All charges under
section 33(2) of the
Fisheries Act relate to
the deposit of deleter-
ious substances in water
inhabited by fish. Three
counts against the com-
involve  dis-
charge of a contaminant,
July 4, S, and 6, result-
ing in high biochemical
oxygen demand (BOD)
in the river. The fourth
relates to the July 5 spill
of soap material from
the plant.

Douglas McMullan,
vice president of manu-
facturing, and Darwin
Howard, superintendent
of pulping at the Espa-
nola plant, each face two
charges of permitting
the discharges causing
high BOD July 4 and 5.
BOD-causing substan-
ces are materials which
combine with oxygen in
water, depleting the dis-
solved oxygen which
fish need to survive. The
soap material, reported
spilled July S, is toxic to
fish.

Mr. Brandt said he
was working in close co-
operation with Natural
Resources Minister Alan
Pope to ensure proper
cleanup and rehabilita-

Penguias by Millions

The most significant wildlife
consists of penguins, whose num-
bers on the 200-island Falkland
chain have been estimated at 5
million to 12 million.

Cleanup work on the
river is continuing as
directed by the Environ-
ment Ministry, and Na-
tural Resources crews
are starting studies to

* determine the remain-

ing fish population in
the river. Water quality
and fish studies show
that the North Channel
and the major sports
fishery it contains, are
not impaired by the dis-
charge. The latest stud-
ies by Environment staff
show that oxygen levels
are returning to normal
in Spanish River.

““Mr. Brandt and I are
determined to see that
the once-prime sports
fishery in the river be
restored to its former
condition as quickly as
possible,”” Mr. Pope
said.

The Natural Resour-
ces Minister said his
staff at the scene has
been assessing the ex-
tent of the damage to
the fishery. *‘Only when
that assessment has
been completed will it
be possible to map out
the best plan for repair-
ing the damage.”’

Mr. Pope cautioned
that, while a “‘quick-fix"’

is unlikely, suggested
options might include:
the transfer of adult fish
from other waters, re-

habilitation of fish

spawning and nursery

areas, stocking of hat-
chery-reared fish such
as muskillunge, small-
mouth bass and possibly
an experimental attempt

to culture walleye fry at
a site near the Spanish
River.

“Whichever methods
are used, natural reco-
very will be the real
deciding factor on how
quickly complete re-
habilitation will be
achieved,’’ said Mr.

Pope.
